Mayor Freshwater swore in Annie Jones as Junior Council Member.

President Sarsfield commented that Annie Jones will be an asset to the Council since she will be able to reach out to young people and get them involved and that council is  enthused that she can give them some new vision.  
President Sarsfield opened the meeting.
Roll Call

PRESENT: Councilwomen Demko, Covi, Councilmen Sarsfield, Carini, Mayor Freshwater, Chief Harbin, Manager Brady and Solicitor Lucas.

PUBLIC COMMENT

No public comment on any of the motions.
ADMINISTRATION
MOTION by Mr. Carini to approve the minutes of the meeting of September 14,2009.  SECOND by Ms. Demko.  MOTION CARRIED.

MOTION by Mr. Carini to approve the bill list for October 2009.  SECOND by Ms. Covi.  Roll Call Vote:  UNANIMOUS.
CODE ENFORCEMENT
MOTION by Ms. Covi to approve curb cut at 503 Fifth Avenue has been tabled, waiting for a survey.
MOTION by Ms. Covi to enact Resolution No. 2009-20, a MOTON of the Borough of Carnegie enacting a fee for Zoning Permits at $50.  SECOND by Ms. Demko.  Roll Call Vote: UNANIMOUS.
PUBLIC WORKS

MOTION by Ms. Demko to approve the bid for Robinson Pipe Cleaning for the 2010 SHACOG Joint CCTV Project-Year 6 in the amount of $146,281.00.  SECOND by Ms. Covi.  Roll Call Vote:  UNANIMOUS.
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PUBLIC SAFETY
MOTION by Ms.Covi to advertise Ordinance No. 2009-23, an Ordinance of the Borough of Carnegie creating a Handicapped Parking Space near 318 California Avenue.  SECOND by Mr. Sarsfield.  
MOTION by Ms. Covi to advertise Ordinance No. 2318, amending the Borough Code of Ordinances, Chapter 15, Section 205, to impose a 2-hour parking limit restriction (Monday-Friday between 8:00 am and 4:00 pm) for all vehicles except those on 5th Avenue, between Doolittle Street and Margaretta Street.  SECOND by Mr. Sarsfield.

MOTION by Ms. Covi to disconnect utility services at 12 Third Avenue, Carnegie, PA, effective immediately in an effort to preserve public safety of the abandoned structure.  SECOND by Ms. Demko.

Comment by Mr. Sarsfield:  This was a structure affected by the flood and there weren’t any repairs to the building and our Ordinance Officer said it is a safety hazard.  The building has been secured so nobody would get hurt there but one of our Public Works employees did get hurt there.  All those in favor signify by saying I. UNANIMOUS.
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT
MOTION by Mr. Carini to enact Resolution 2009-21, a Resolution of the Borough of Carnegie to participate in an Energy Audit as part of the Allegheny County Energy Program for Municipalities Financed by a Block Grant through the US Department of Energy. SECOND by Ms. Demko. 
Comment by: Mr. Sarsfield said the program is being offered by the County and asked Ms. Brady to speak on this.  Ms. Brady indicated that stimulus dollars are now coming through to municipalities and it’s an opportunity for the County to come in and examine our energy usage and see if there are ways to upgrade our lights to LED or put in sensors in the Municipal building and the municipality to save money and costs. All those in favor signify by saying I. UNANIMOUS.
MOTON by Mr. Carini to adopt Resolution 2009-22 a Resolution of the Borough of Carnegie to apply for an Allegheny County Economic Development grant from the Community Infrastructure and Tourism Fund in an amount not to exceed $250,000.00.  This needs to be adopted retroactively. SECOND by Ms. Demko. Roll Call Vote: UNANIMOUS.
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REPORTS
Manager Brady had three things to update on and the first being the approval by Council of the online payments for parking tickets, business privilege taxes and landlord tenant fees. This should be available within the next two weeks. If anyone is interested making 
payments on line please call or e-mail the Manager Brady or keep checking the Borough website. The second thing is the motion to apply for a grant for $250,000.00. This will be no cost to the Borough. This money will be used for the Third Street Streetscape Project and will allow the Borough to have more room and leverage some additional dollars to have a greater impact with the Streetscape. It would be a great addition to the $2.4 million dollar streetscape between Heidelberg, Scott and Carnegie Borough.  The third thing is the delinquent sewage collection.  The Borough did not have the best policy in place or the procedures weren’t followed through but we are aggressively collecting.  Anyone can pay partially up to November 2nd.  The first letter went our October 2nd
And our second letter will be going out October 13th whose account was not paid in full and the third letter will be going out October 22nd.  We are asking the people to work with the Borough to see that the sewage bill is paid in full and will be looking forward to working with the community on this.  
Borough Solicitor had no comment.

Mayor Freshwater said for the month of September there were 37 criminal arrests, 58 traffic citations, 87 parking tickets and 962 complaints.
GENERAL PUBLIC COMMENT

Leo Adamo commented on the G20 in Pittsburgh and wanted to know what they accomplished when so many people are out of work.  He wants to know why they can’t give some of the money to Carnegie, Sharpsburg and Millvale.  He would like to know why the Federal Government can’t give us some money.
Jack Shaunessey wanted to thank Mr. Sarsfield for coming and hosting the Heather Sherba benefit breakfast, she was one of the girls who was shot during the LA Fitness shooting. Also about 3 ½ years ago he was having a big function at his house and his wife told him to look at all the garbage on Morrow Avenue and that Carnegie was starting to look like a dump and he agreed with her. He got upset about this so two days later he got his truck and started cleaning up Morrow and Railroad Avenues and received many compliments from his neighbors for doing so.  He also stated that 7 to 10 houses are for sale in the Rosslyn Heights area and when somebody has to drive through these two streets and see all the garbage there it’s kind of deterred.   He requested that the Public Works Department clean up this area more often in the future.  
Mrs. Demko said she would contact the Public Works Department on this issue.
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COUNCIL GOOD AND WELFARE
Mr. Sarsfield asked Annie Jones if she would like to speak but she had no comment.

Ms. Covi welcomed Annie Jones as their new Junior Council Member.  Ms. Covi reminded everyone that this coming Friday, October 16th, the Historical Society is sponsoring a comedy night at Cefalos at 6:00 pm for $15.00.  The second thing is the following Saturday, October 24th is the Carnegie Events Committees Annual Children’s Halloween Promenade and to tell all child that registration is at 12:30 at the bridge.  Also, if anyone wants to donate any money or candy for this event please see Ms. Covi. Finally, have a safe and happy Halloween. 

Ms. Demko also welcomed Annie Jones as a Junior Council member

Ms. Carini also welcomed Annie Jones as a Junior Council member.

Mr. Sarsfield says the Carnegie Borough and the Fire Department are moving forward and trying to make things more manageable and at this point it appears it will be manageable without an increase in taxes.  Ms. Sarsfield, Chief Kandracs and Mr. Catena will go more in depth with this issue on October 21st at 7:00 pm at the Carnegie Library which is the next scheduled Town Hall meeting.  Mr. Sarsfield was somewhat pleased with the attendance at the last Town Hall meeting and hopefully this next town hall meeting will draw more people; and the last Town Hall meeting will be scheduled October 28th at the Polish Social Hall on Third Avenue.  
Ms. Sarsfield said he met Annie Jones last year and they toured the municipal building and he said it is nice to have someone young from our community to step up and be a part of our Council and see how our local government works and maybe someday she would be interested in becoming a Council member.
