On behalf of the Council of the Borough of Carnegie President Michael J. Sarsfield has issued the following statement:  On June 5, 2010 the Campbell’s Stream along Lexington Court to the Morrow Avenue Bridge exceeded its banks and flooded several homes.  The exact number of homes that sustained flooding are unknown at this time.
Chief of Police, Jeffery C. Harbin, the Emergency Management Coordinator (EMC) responded to the scene and made an overall assessment of the immediate area.  

Secondly, Borough Council members toured the area to formulate their evaluation.  Joining them were Whitney M. Brady, Borough Manager,  Keith Hatcher, Public Works Department Acting Supervisor; and Chief Jeffery Harbin, Chief of Police/EMC.  In response to the declaration of emergency issued by the Mayor’s office, Borough obtained consent for an emergency Right of Way from two property owners.  On Monday June 7, 2010, work began to excavate and remove debris in the watershed.  On Wednesday, June 9, 2010, the debris had been removed and the Morrow Avenue Bridge had been secured.  Borough Council feels its has taken appropriate action to remedy the threat of potential flooding by removal of the debris.  In addition, Borough Council has taken initial steps required to protect its infrastructure.

On Monday June 7, 2010, Manager Brady contacted  state, local, and county officials to request their assistance with facilitating a meeting with all parties along the Campbell’s Run Watershed.  Council remains confident that this dialogue will be beneficial to not only the Borough of Carnegie and the residents of Lexington Court, but to all communities that are in imminent danger as a result of flash flooding.  

Residents that experienced material loss should contact the Mayor’s office for guidance on replacement of water heaters, washers and dryers, and other household goods.  Residents that experienced structural damage including retaining wall damage, foundation damage, window/door replacement should contact the Borough Manager for additional information on programs available.
